Legislative Skills Enhancement Training for Local Legislators (Legislative SETLLE)
I.  Introduction

“Where are the youth who will consecrate their golden hours, their illusions and their enthusiasm to the welfare of their native land?” Dr. Jose Rizal once asked through the lips of the wise Fr. Florentino in the novel El Filibusterismo.  Today, a number of Filipino youths heed his call by choosing to serve the country as local government leaders from among other vocations.  Elected by their people as local legislators, they serve as the voice of their constituents in the governance of local affairs and the formulation of policies that will promote progress in their localities.            

Upon the request of the National Movement of Young Legislators (NMYL), it is the privilege of the Center for Local and Regional Governance (CLRG) of the University of the Philippines’ National College of Public Administration and Governance (UP--NCPAG) to propose the conduct of a five-day Legislative Skills Enhancement Training for Local Legislators (Legislative SETLLE) aimed to help our local legislators prepare for their duties and responsibilities as presiding officers and members of their respective Sanggunians.

II.  Objective

The general objective of the course is to enhance the knowledge and skills of the participants to help them effectively perform their roles and functions as members of the legislative branch of their respective local governments.  Specifically, at the end of the training program, the participants are expected to:     

•
gain a deeper appreciation of the Philippine local government context by understanding the principles of local autonomy and decentralization as mandated by the Local Government Code of 1991 (the Code); 

•
understand the local legislative process and become acquainted with new local legislative approaches and strategies such as Development Legislation and Evidence-Based Legislation; 

•
get a good grasp of the non-legislative functions of the Sanggnunian such as social marketing, resource mobilization, oversight, and quasi-judicial functions; and

•
improve their self-confidence and enhance their individual skills necessary to effectively perform their roles and functions as members of the Sanggunian, such as crafting and analyzing ordinances, public speaking, and presiding over and managing the Sanggunian (for Presiding Officers).
